For beginning agility You and your dog will be doing:

1.  groundwork (running in circles and getting the dog to follow) 
2. work on the tippy board(prepares them for the teeter)  
3. learning to teach targeting (nose touches on a plastic lid)  
4. learning to send and recall 
5. jump grid work.  
       

 It takes a while before dogs actually get on the equipment.  
Please bring training treats to reward your dog for a “job well done”. You may also purchase Bolinas Barkery treats that will be at the field.

Field Courtesy Rules and Regulations
1. Absolutely NO peeing policy anywhere on the field.  Pee spots are very distracting for dogs and if not policed, they will pee all over the equipment.  NOT GOOD!!
2. An “OOPS” can will be on the Field.  Errant pee accidents are a dollar and poops are two.  No kidding!  
3. Barking should be kept at a minimum and excessive barking will be discouraged.
4. Control your dog—and best not to let them socialize w/other dogs in class. They’re here to learn. Plenty of time for play before and after.
